Last week while wandering around the library, I came across a col-

lection of essays titled ñMy Bookstore: Writers Celebrate their Favor-

ite Places to Browse, Read and Shopò (Ronald Rice, 2012, Black Dog 

& Leventhal Publishers). Of course I checked it out. Inside I found 

84 celebrations of bookstores written by 84 famous writers. Powellôs 

is here, described in loving detail by Chuck Palahniuk. The Elliott Bay 

Book Company in Seattle is well - covered by Tim Egan, author of The 

Big Burn (which is also on my nightstand right now). Eighty - four 

bookstores across America: eighty - four independent retail establish-

ments in 34 states (and the District of Columbia: Politics and Prose), 

all thriving to some degree in spite of Amazon and e -books.   

My bookstore, my favorite place by far to browse, read and shop, is 

The Booktique. (Well, duh, you say.) What does our humble store 

have in common with the 84 worthy establishments included in the 

Rice collection? Good books, of course, but good books are not suffi-

cient to make a great bookstore. Store after store, essay after es-

say, author after author writes that it is the people who make a 

bookstore worth visiting and revisiting, week after week, year after 

year. Itôs the people who greet you, who get to know your favorite 

genres and best - loved authors, who select the unusual titles to dis-

play on the ñStaff Picksò shelf, who arrange the displays so you canôt 

help picking up something you might other-

wise never notice, who help you find the 

perfect series for your grandson who is just 

learning to read, who help you restock your 

neighborhoodôs Little Free Library.
